Filthy Language (Lanjalu, Dongamundalu,
Dongalanjalu) against Asha Workers and also
Slapped and pulled the Saree and outraged the
modesty of many female Asha Workers. Reg -

Respected Cha irperson,

We are writing to urgently bring to your attention a grave incident in
which the women ASHA workers were subjected to brutal and inhuman
treatment and outrage the modesty of the women by the police during a
peaceful protest demanding the fulfilment of a promise made by the then
Congress Party before elections regarding an increase in Asha Worker's
salaries.

The ASHA workers who have been serving the community for several
years. Their current salary is Rs. 9750/- per month, which is insufficient for
the work they do. During the election campaign, Sri A. Revanth Reddy, the
then TPCC President, promised to enhance their salary to Rs. 18000/- per
month. Despite repeated requests and representations to concerned
authorities, the government has failed to honour this promise.

In protest of this unfulfilled promise, They organized a peaceful
protest at the Commissioner Medical and Health Office, Koti. However,
instead of allowing them to express their concerns peacefully, the police
responded with violent and brutal actions.

On that day, ACP Shankar and CI Srinivas Chari with large number of
Male police officers and less female police staff came to disperse the
protest. The male police officers subjected the female ASHA workers to
violent physical assault. In many instances, the female workers were
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dragged across the ground, thrown into porice vehicres, and beatenmercilessly.

The most disturbing part of the incident is ACp shankar, cI SrinivasChari and male police outraged the modest of many female Asha workersby slapping and pulling the saree of Femare Asha workers. The poticeofficers showed no restraint or respect for their modesty, and many of themwere subjected to abuse that violated their basic human rights.
ACP Shankar, cI srinivas chari and male police officers used filthylanguage against Female Asha workers (ooo*, 5.o65uodeu, S"o6ooaeelr)

(Lanjalu, Dongamundaru, Dongaranjaru) which are very disgusting.
These actions by the police are not only a violation of their rights asworkers but also an outright attack on the dignity and safety of women.The brutar treatment has caused severe emotionar trauma andpsychorogicar harm to the female workers invorved.

The incident was captured on videos and news footage, which clearlyshow the extent of the violence and the comprete oisregJrj for the well-being of women. we firmly believe that these actions represent a seriousviolation of their rights, especially the rights of women to protest peacefullywithout fear of abuse or violence.

In light of this, we kindly request that the Telangana State women,scommission to take immediate action to investigate this incident. we urgeyou to hold the responsible ACP Shankar, cI srinivas chari and other police
officers accountable for their actions and take necessary measures toprevent such atrocities in the future.

Legal Grounds for fmmediate Action
In light of the grave nature of these defamatory and sexist comments, weurge the State women commission, National Commission for women totake this complaint seriously under the following provisions of the BNS andother relevant laws:

1. section 74 of BNS - Assault or criminat force to woman withintent to outrage her modesty: Whoever assaults or uses criminalforce to any woman, intending to outrage or knowing it to be likelythat he wiil there by outrage her modesty, shail be punished with
imprisonment of either description for a term which shall not be less
than one year but which may extend to five years, and shall atso be
liable to fine.

2. section 79 word, gesture or act intended to insult themodesty of a woman: whoever, intending to insult the modesty ofany woman, utters any words, makes any sound or gesture, or



exhibits any object in any form, intending that such word or sound
shall be heard, or that such gesture or object shall be seen, by such
woman, or intrudes upon the privacy of such woman, shall be
punished with simple imprisonment for a term which may extend to
three years, and also with fine.

Ensure that strong disciplinary measures are taken against
responsible police personnel to set a precedent that such offensive
behaviour will not be tolerated by those in positions of power.

We trust that the Telangana State Women's Commission, with its
mandate to protect and promote the rights of women, will take urgent
action to address this serious issue and provide justice to the ASHA workers
who were victims of this horrific treatment.

We appreciate your commitment to upholding the dignity of women
and look forward to your prompt response and action in this matter.
